Jesus sounds awfully harsh in today’s Gospel: sell all you 

have and give to the poor; give up your family for the sake 

of the gospel; how hard it is to enter the kingdom of God.  

Being a faithful person is difficult.  Each of us must live 

our lives according to our Catholic beliefs and sometimes 

in today’s culture that can be near impossible. But Jesus 

tells us, “All things are possible with God.”  In the book of 

Wisdom we find that there are countless riches at the 

hands of the Spirit of Wisdom.  Nothing is in comparison 

to her.  Our faith challenges us to always seek God’s 

wisdom for then all things are possible.  Take time this 

week to notice the things that you have given up because 

you felt they were impossible and ask for God’s wisdom 

to live as a faithful person.
