organizations; 1.76%  goes to  Frederick

organizations; and 86.59% goes to local Emmitsburg/
Thurmont organizations. Sometimes we dedicate a
poor box to assist in a particular relief effort such as
the tsunami in Japan or the storms in Missouri but
that is always publicized in advance. If you have any
further questions, please don’t hesitate to ask.
